— fertile soils — good seed bed
— plenty of moisture — early seeding

= rotation with other crops  — early harveiting
— comiplete fertilizers — proper retting

Saolls — Dark prairic sili loam soils = wnijorm and fertile
—are best for hemp. Reasonably level clay loams are good. A
pJEI!-T-H'lIl supply of organic matier is very important and thorough
is necosary.

Should Be Rotwted — Hemp should not be grown con-
timsowly on the same held for the same resson that com or grain
should not be repeated on land. It does best afier corm, alfalia,
clover, or blucgrass pasture. It does not follow tmothy satisfactorily,
and often does not do well afier small grains. The wsual practice 18 o
plant the hemp alter corn, followed with & small grain seoled down o
clover, then ihe clover is Lollowed with corn. On very lertile solls, hemp
may be grown two vears in succession.
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
