For an additional amount for ‘‘Animal and 11

Plant Health Inspection Service, Salaries and Expenses’’, 12

$5,500,000, to remain available until September 30, 2017, 13

for one-time control and management and associated ac-14

tivities directly related to the multiple-agency response to 15

citrus greening. 16

SEC. 765. Section 529(b)(5) of the Federal Food, 17
